Day 1 – 25 October 2008 
 
Arrive Hobart 
 
Your coach & driver will collect you from Hobart Airport and your tour begins with the 
Tasman Peninsula. 
 
The Tasman National Park  hugs the coast of the Tasman Peninsula in south 
eastern Tasmania. The stars of the 8,312-hectare (20,780-acre) Tasman National 
Park are its monumental rock formations. Here you can see rock stacks, arches, sea 
caves and 300-metre (986-foot) high cliffs created by 6,000 years of wave action on 
the peninsula's sandstone, dolerite and granite. Visit Tasman Arch, the Blowhole, 
Devils Kitchen, Tessellated Pavement, Remarkable Cave and Waterfall Bay. 
 
Port Arthur Historic Site: Officially Tasmania's number one tourist attraction and no 
visit to the state is complete without seeing it. Port Arthur was established as a 
convict settlement and soon became Australia's largest, from 1830 until 877.   
 
Take a guided tour of this famous historic site including a cruise of the harbour.  
 
Tasmanian Devil Conservation Park: Established in 1978, the Tasmanian Devil 
Conservation Park is a centre committed to the conservation of the Tasmanian devil. 
Devils are threatened by facial tumour disease, and the Park is involved in a number 
of research projects aimed at saving the animals from extinction. 
 
The Park’s longstanding breeding program has produced a healthy population of 
Tasmanian devils. You can see devils close at hand, alongside other native animals 
including quolls, rare golden possums and wallabies. Free-ranging kangaroos can be 
hand-fed, and you can see wedge tailed eagles, falcons and hawks in Kings of the 
Wind, Tasmania's only free-flight raptor show.

Visit Something Wild         
Something Wild is an ecological wildlife rehabilitation sanctuary for the nurturing of 
orphaned and injured wildlife for release back into the wild. 
 
Mt Field National Park  is Tasmania’s most accessible 
national park with a diverse glacial landscape showing the 
island’s geological links to Antarctica. The rocks you walk 
are at least 170 million years old and the plant life includes 
giant swamp gums, snow gums, myrtle, sassafras, King 
Billy pine and Australia’s only endemic deciduous tree the fagus or beech.  
 
Russell Falls, with its three-tiered drop, is the most visited spot in the Park. You can 
climb an easy path to the top of the Falls and then continue on to the Tall Trees 
Walk. Mt Field National Park is home to many of Tasmania’s animals such as 
platypus, echidna, spotted-tail and eastern quoll, Tasmanian devil, bandicoots, 
wombats, possums, bettong pademelon and much more. 
 
 
Visit Wall in the Wilderness, Derwent Bridge    
'The Wall' in the Wilderness is Australia's most ambitious art project to be undertaken 
in recent years. It is expected to take 10 years to complete and will eventually consist 
of 100 sculpted panels each three metres high and one metre wide. 
This series of story panels as well as numerous three dimensional works will be 
sculpted predominately in timber, unlocking the history, hardship and perseverance 
of the people of the Central Highlands, Tasmania, paying homage to the individuals 
upon whose labour rests our own quality of life.

West Coast Wilderness Rail – Strahan to Queenstown 
Tasmania’s West Coast Wilderness Railway operates between Strahan and 
Queenstown. It is one of the world’s best railway journeys. 
 
The 34 kilometre journey follows the route of the trains that once carried pure copper 
from the rich mines in Queenstown to the port at Strahan. The line, with its high 
trestle bridges, unique Abt rack-and-pinion section on the 1:16 inclines and steep 
grades through a rainforest river gorge, has been faithfully reconstructed to echo the 
amazing engineering feats of the 
pioneers who built the railway 
more than 100 years ago. 
 
 
 
 
 
 
Devils @ Cradle  
For the more adventurous - the After Dark Tours  focus on the real devil - the social 
interactions and nocturnal feeding habits of these unique carnivores. This is a truly 
amazing sight, and one of just a few places in the world where you can watch a 
group of Tasmanian devils devour a meal. Environmentally sensitive lighting will 
allow you to capture some close up photos of these shy and elusive creatures.

Day 5 – 29 October 2008  
 
Cradle Mt National Park 
 
Tasmanias most recognisable landmark is the craggy profile of Cradle Mountain. On 
the park boundary is the visitor centre with its interpretive display, ranger station, 
park information, walker registration and up-to-date weather reports. Alpine weather 
changes rapidly always carry waterproof gear, even on summer day walks. There are 
many superb short walks from the centre.  
 
Visit: Marakoopa Cave 
Marakoopa Cave is a highly decorated cave. It has two streams running through it 
and a large glow-worm display, looking like stars on a very clear night. Two unique 
tours are offered both allowing time to view the spectacular glow-worm display. 
 
Under Ground Rivers and Glow-worms. 
Visit the lower chamber to be dazzled by sparkling crystals and reflective pools of 
stalactites. Take time to listen to the music of underground creeks and soak up the 
silence of abandoned river passages. This easy tour caters for all age groups and 
levels of fitness. 
 
Cathedral, Gardens and Glow-worms. 
The magnificent cavern known as the 'Great Cathedral' is a highlight not to be 
missed. The 'Gardens' feature delicate formations and beautiful colours. 
 
Medium fitness levels are required to ascend the stairway to the 'Great Cathedral'.  
 
 
Visit: King Solomon’s Cave 
�

King Solomon’s Cave is part of Mole Creek Karst National Park and is highly 
significant in scientific and conservation terms. The caves in the area are home to a 
number of threatened flora and fauna species; including invertebrate cave fauna 
such as Cockerills cave beetle Tasmanotrechus cockerilli, the cave harvestman 
Hickmanoxyomma gibbergunyar and the extremely rare cave false scorpion 
Pseudotyrannochthonius typhlus. King Solomon’s is a small compact cave system 
rich with lavish colours and formations.  
 
Coach transfer back to the hotel.

Travel to Beauty Point and on to the Tamar Valley touring route. Visit Seahorse 
World , where potbellied seahorses are farmed in an attempt to reduce the number of 
specimens taken from the wild for aquariums, medicinal purposes and food. View 
sea dragons , pipe fish , leafy sea dragons  and freshwater lobsters  in the 
aquarium, feed and touch farmed species in the touch pool and hear of plans to 
breed sea dragons in captivity for the first time. 
 
Also at Beauty Point is Platypus House , the only venue where visitors can watch 
Tasmanian platypuses in an indoor environment. You will also enjoy seeing the 
highly specialised water rat , which lives on fish, crayfish, mussels and even birds 
and lizards. 
 

  

 
 

 
 
 
 
 
 
Back on the western bank of the Tamar River and only 10 minutes north of 
Launceston are the Tamar Island Wetlands and visitors centre. A boardwalk 
connects the enchanting Tamar Island with the riverbank; visit early in the morning or 
late in the afternoon, a hide enables viewing native water birds when they are 
feeding.
